| have to admit that | used to really dislike the
sort of WAFL memorabilia that was turned out
in the 1970s.

The mirrors looked tacky and most of the
other items were, | thought, just plain ugly.

But I've changed my tune. | now think
some of the most interesting of all WAFL
memorabilia was produced in the 1970s,
simply because of how colourful and unusual
it was.

A case in point is a set of wall-hangings
that appears to date to about the time when
Perth was the best team in the competition.

There might be a few long-suffering
Demons fans who can recall the days when
Ken Armstrong’s team, led by the likes of Colin
Lofts, Rob Wiley and Murray Couper, was a
perennial finalist.

But | wonder how many of them can
remember wall-hangings that were screen-
printed on felt?

Measuring about
45cm x 28cm, they had
jarrah supports at both
the top and bottom.

The East Fremantle
version can be seen

hanging in the fantastic
historical display at
East Fremantle Oval,
while West Perth and
Perth versions surfaced
recently.

But I'm yet to see any for the other five
traditional clubs.

As always, I'm hoping there’s a Football
Budget reader who might be able to supply a
picture of one or more of them?

My recent plea for help with my own
collection of WAFL club annual reports has
brought quite a few calls from Football Budget
readers, most of whom were able to help with
one or two reports that | was missing.

I'm now closing in on my first goal, which is
to have every club annual report back to 1990.

But this has also prompted a few readers to
ask whether there are many collectors of club

annual reports. My answer, to date, has been
“not many"”.

| know of a few collectors who want the
annual reports for their club - one for East
Perth, one for West Perth, two for South
Fremantle and one who only wants East
Fremantle reports from premiership years
- but | think I'm the only collector chasing
reports for every club.

All of this means the value of annual
reports isn't generally very high, especially for
the clubs not mentioned above.

But all that changes with age. The older
reports are going to have some value,
regardless of the team involved.

All of which got me thinking about the
oldest annual reports | have seen.

East Fremantle holds the record. The club
has a copy of its 1904 annual report, which
was typed. | have also seen a 1926 annual
report for East Perth and | have a 1927 West
Perth annual report in my collection.

But that’s about it for the very old ones. The

oldest reports in my collection for each of the
other clubs are: Claremont 1948, Perth 1956,
South Fremantle 1959, Subiaco 1954, and
Swan Districts 1973.
Iwould be interested to hear from anyone who
has kept some older ones, especially if you
can provide photographs of the wonderful
old covers. And other collectors are always
welcome to send in a list of those they are
chasing.

Finally for this week, we turn to the sales.

The seller | mentioned last week, who
has been auctioning off a pile of Claremont
memorabilia, has continued to receive
reasonable prices for both old and new items.

Among the items sold this week was a pile
of four Grand Final Budgets (2009, 2010, 2011
and 2012), which fetched $16, while another
three Grand Final Budgets (2001, 2005 and
2006) sold for $13.

He also sold 11 Claremont annual reports
for $20 and a couple of used footballs - one
featuring Wayne Harvey and the other Ken
Caporn, for $51 and $26 respectively.

A pack of Perth playing
cards from the 1970s sold
for the surprising price of
$21.95, while most of the
1970s, 80s and 90s Budgets
on offer failed to attract any
bidders.
